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Article 1
Registration requirements

Each and every member shall be required to register their ships, using the registration form provided by the KVNR.


Article 2
Overlapping registration requirements

If several members are obliged to register the same ship, as referred to in article 1, the members concerned shall decide which member will register the ship in question.


Article 3
Membership dues

1.	Annual membership dues shall amount to at least €410.00 per member.

2.	Membership dues shall be set each year by the General Meeting for the current year.

3.	Annual membership dues shall be calculated on the following basis:
a.	For every ship registered with the KVNR the maximum dead weight capacity in tonnes (DWT) (the average in the case of open/closed ships) shall be converted into contributory tonnes (COT). The conversion factors shall be determined by the board annually for each type of ship.
b.	Upon a proposal of the board the General Meeting shall set an amount annually per COT for every category on the basis of the budget.
c.	Membership dues payable for any ship shall then be calculated by means of a system of categories. The categories are made up as follows:
· From 0 to 10,000 COT (a minimum of €410.00 and a maximum of €2,550.00 per ship applies to this band)
· From 10,000 to 20,000 COT
· From 20,000 upwards
The maximum amount payable per ship shall be €8,570.00; the maximum amount payable per member shall be €173,500.00
	
d.  Members’ annual membership dues shall then, taking into account the following provisions, be determined by adding up the amounts payable for the ships registered by each member.

4.	Ships as referred to in article 1 which do not sail under the Dutch flag will be subject to a percentage of the regular membership dues, as per paragraph 3d. This percentage shall be determined by the General Meeting.

5.	In determining membership dues, the Board of Directors may decide in cases where members do not own or manage ships, and in other applicable cases, to agree to an extraordinary annual rate of membership dues. Extraordinary rates of membership dues, favourable to members shall be valid for a maximum of one year.
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Article 4 
Payment of membership dues

1. In anticipation of the General Meeting’s determination of the actual amount of membership dues payable, the board shall be authorised to require payment in advance, in order to finance the KVNR’s day-to-day needs. This advance payment shall be deducted from the amount of membership dues payable which will be ultimately determined. The Board may set the advance payment at a maximum of 65% of the amount of membership dues payable over the past year.

2.	Payment of the amounts due must be made by or on behalf of the members within thirty days of receipt of the invoice concerned.


Article 5
Committees

1.	The KVNR has a linking-pin structure containing committees.
	
2.	Each committee will consist of the following:
· At least one board member;
· At least six members or members’ employees;
· At least one office employee serving as secretary.

3.	In principle, committee meetings shall be held at the KVNR offices, according to a meeting schedule to be determined annually.

4.	Committee members shall be appointed by the board from the members or members’ employees, following nominations made by the members of the committee concerned, or at the request of a member of the KVNR. The board shall discuss the proposed appointment with the member concerned. The board shall ensure an evenly balanced distribution of the sectors represented within the KVNR. 

5.	The board shall receive minutes of all Committee meetings.

6.	A committee may invite observers to attend its meetings; members of the KVNR may be admitted to any meeting at any time.

Article 6
Working groups


1.	Any committee may set up working groups. These working groups’ duties shall be:
	a.	To advise the committee which has set them up, whether asked to do so or not;
	b.	To carry out activities, including regularly guiding and investigating the developments;
	within the sphere of activity and attention with which the committee concerned has entrusted them for the purpose of preparing, developing and implementing its (policy) decisions.

2.	The working groups shall have a member of the committee which has set them up as their chairman, unless the committee concerned decides otherwise.

3.	Only members and KVNR members’ employees are entitled to working group membership.

4.	Members of a working group shall be appointed by the committee which has set up the working group in question, following nominations made by the working group or one of the members, after that member has been consulted.

5.	A working group may invite observers to attend its meetings.

6.	A committee may dissolve any working group which it has set up at such a time as it deems this desirable.
